Mosques

The Islamic Centre in Exeter was
established in 1978 through the efforts
of local Muslim businessmen and students
from the University of Exeter. Since its
formation it has grown considerably
both in its physical size and activities.
Their primary purpose of providing a
consecrated place for worship has been
retained in the forefront, and in 1999
plans were approved for a purpose-built
Mosque. In addition to providing

a place for prayer and worship, Exeter
Mosque also offers advice, guidance,
classes and events with guest speakers.

While there is not an actual mosque close
to our Penryn Campus in Cornwall, the next
best thing is the Cornwall Islamic Centre
at Carnon Downs, about half way between
Penryn and Truro - Friday prayers
(Jummah) are offered on campus and also
at the Islamic Centre. The centre holds a
number of weekly and annual events
including weekly prayers, Sunday school,
Sisters’ study sessions and annual Eid
celebrations.
